CMS Delays Enforcement of 5010 until March 31st, 2012
Yesterday, the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services’ Office of E-Health Standards and Services announced that it would not initiate enforcement action until March 31, 2012, with respect to any HIPAA covered entity that is not in compliance with 5010 standards, pushing back the previous deadline from January 1, 2012.

According to Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services’ release, the center “encourages all covered entities to continue working with their trading partners to become compliant with the new HIPAA standards, and to determine their readiness to accept the new standards as of January 1, 2012.”

Even with the delay, the new 5010 deadline still approaches rapidly and practices should not delay in upgrading their systems.
